GYSL Zero Tolerance Policy Amendment 10-2011


Please read the policy and sign below.

The Genesee Youth Soccer League(GYSL) has a zero tolerance policy for any misbehavior at any sporting event. This includes but is not limited to: booing, shouting at officials, or arguing any call. Expressing any negative behavior or comments, threats or obscene gestures to players, coaches, league representatives or officials is also unacceptable.   Unsportsmanlike behavior will not be tolerated. 
Any participant including but not limited to parents, children, coaches, board members, league representatives, volunteers, and fans in the GYSL program who display conduct which is inappropriate in a sporting environment and are abusive (verbally or physically) toward any person including but not limited to Opposing Teams, Parents, Coaches, Referees, Players, Spectators, league officials and representatives, etc. will be suspended. Suspended means that said person may not attend any GYSL soccer games or sponsored functions including practices. Suspended parents will still be required to drop off and pick up children for practices and on game day.
Failure to comply will result in formal actions that follow the GYSL Rules. All participants have to accept responsibility for their behavior.  We implore any participant that feels they cannot refrain from the above behavior not to attend.
Cheering in a positive fashion, for both sides is highly encouraged. We are a recreational league with fun as the primary emphasis. Many officials and coaches are volunteers and we should all appreciate their efforts, and support them, setting a good example for the children. Any spectator who does not behave appropriate (as directed above) will be escorted off the premises.  Please help us foster good sportsmanship, and encourage positive experiences to further create a safe enjoyable playing environment for all participants.
Any appeals against disqualification under this policy should immediately be directed to the GYSL Executive Board.
 First Offense - Two (2) week suspension this step may be skipped in the case of physical abuse or severe verbal abuse.

 Second Offense - Suspension for the remainder of the season.  This is dependent upon the number of games remaining in season.  Sanctions could be enforced into following season.

 Third Offense - Suspended for life (if you are banned for life you are ineligible to participate in any GYSL  activities).

Due to the severity of the misconduct, we reserve the right to escalate the disciplinary process to include all three steps on the first offense.
Failure to sign this amendment will result in not receiving a player pass.
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
